Introduction

Successful emergency operations depend on the ability to gain access to the emergency scene with apparatus, personnel, and equipment. Fire codes define the minimum amount of site access and permit the local code official to require additional access. It is the responsibility of an inspector to determine whether access is available and require any alterations to the facility or building site that will provide or improve access. While conducting a fire and life safety inspection, an inspector should check for any conditions that could hinder access during emergency operations, either outside or inside the premises.
