Introduction

One of the responsibilities of an inspector is evaluating the emergency planning and preparedness procedures for various types of occupancies in the jurisdiction. No matter what type of occupancy is involved, the key to successfully handling any emergency is the effective execution of an emergency plan. Inspection personnel may be requested to assist building administrators and occupants in the development, review, and testing of emergency plans for occupancies within their jurisdictions.

Emergency Evacuation Procedure Plan
Comfort Living Assisted Living Center

All staff members and residents shall be trained in evacuation procedures to be able to respond to a fire emergency. 

Resident Training: Residents shall be educated, upon moving into facility, of procedures in the event of a fire emergency. They shall be familiar with at least two ways out of the building. All residents are to be evacuated in case of fire emergency.


Resident steps: Fire Emergency


1.
Notify staff and neighbors of fire emergency.


2.
If capable, assist neighbors out of the building.


3.
Proceed out of the building.

Fire Drill Frequency: Emergency evacuation drills shall be conducted at least six times per year, two drills per year on each of the three shifts.

Staff Training: Staff shall be instructed in procedures for fire emergencies. Staff emergency evacuation plans should be discussed at every other monthly staff meeting. A copy of the emergency evacuation plan shall be posted on the bulletin board in the staff break room at all times, and shall be available in the Administrator’s office.

Staff steps: Fire Emergency


1.
When alarm sounds, proceed to assigned area.


2.
Notify office of working fire on radio.


3.
Remove residents in fire area from immediate danger.


4.
Evacuate remaining residents.

5.
Do room sweep of area and get out of the building. Stand outside the door to your area and do not allow anyone to return inside.
6.
Office staff – Bring resident list and ensure that every resident has evacuated the building.
