You are contacted by the local Chamber of Commerce regarding an upcoming carnival that is being sponsored by the Chamber as a community fundraiser. The show will be in the Fairgrounds Activity Building and will include two show rings.

A local elementary school has hired a company to refinish the school’s wood floors. The school was built in the 1950s and has oak flooring. In all, there is 5,000 sq. ft. (465 m2) of flooring to be refinished. The flooring company will be using power sanders and Class II liquids as part of the process.

A radio station has contacted you about using a tent outside a convenience store as part of a one-day sales promotion. The disc jockey will sit in the tent and broadcast throughout the day. The tent is supported by aluminum poles and will be erected by a local rental shop. The tent is 10 ft. (3 m) x 15 ft. (4.5 m) and 8 ft. (2.4 m) high.
