Chapter 10: Container Identification, Design, and Construction
Online Activity
Goal: 

To familiarize students with the types of containers used to transport various hazardous materials.

Instructor Preparation:

Student Activity:

For this activity you will identify various types of containers that transport hazardous materials. Follow the steps below to complete this activity.

Step One: Choose at least two (2) of the hazardous materials types listed below:
· Explosives
· Gases
· Flammable liquids and combustible liquids
· Solids dissolved or suspended in solvents
· Oxidizers and organic peroxides
· Poisons
· Radioactive
· Corrosives

Step Two: Within your jurisdiction, find a container(s) that can safely transport each type of hazardous materials that you have chosen.
Step Three: Photograph or otherwise find an image of each transportation container chosen.
Step Four: Label each image with the hazardous materials type, and write a paragraph describing the ways in which you determined that this container can safely transport the type of hazardous material assigned. Use information from the chapter to back up your statements.
Step Five: Post your photographs and explanations onto ResourceOne by [deadline].
Step Six: Review and comment on at least one other student’s post on R1 by [deadline].
