Chapter 1: Review of Awareness, Operations, and Technical-Level Competencies
Online Activity
Goal: 

To aid the student in identifying and explaining the competencies for each level of haz mat responder using the APIE response model, specifically for the “evaluate the response” portion of the method.
Instructor Preparation:

Establish a discussion board on ResourceOne and notify students that they should post their discussions by [deadline here].

Step One: Using your reading from pp. 10-70, and specifically using the APIE method response model, write a short response (1-2 paragraphs) that describe the responsibilities of each haz mat level (Awareness, Operations, Technician) of responder specific to “evaluate the response”. Make sure to describe the responsibilities in your own words.
Step Two: Post your response to the designated ResourceOne discussion board by [deadline here].
Step Three: Review and comment on at least one (1) other individual’s discussion board post by [deadline here]. Make sure answer the following questions:
· Does this response differ from yours? How so? How do you account for any differences?

· How would you revise your response and/or another’s student’s response to more clearly explain the responsibilities haz mat personnel?
