Chapter 2: Scene Management
Online Activity
Goal: 
To aid the student in identifying hazardous materials incident levels, as well as safety issues and considerations.
Instructor Preparation:

Establish a discussion board on ResourceOne and notify students that they should post their findings by [deadline here]. Inform students that they should review and comment on other individual responses by [deadline here]. After students respond to each other’s initiatives or activities, add your own observations and comments to help encourage discussion.
This activity can be done by individuals or you can divide the class into small groups. If the team approach is used, each group should select a “reporter” who will confirm all group members’ participation by submitting their activity observations for posting on the discussion board. 
Inform students they will research a chemical transported by cargo tank trucks that could involve haz mat technician protocol. You may assign students a particular chemical or you may have them choose their own. 
After students respond to each other’s activities, add your own observations and comments to help encourage discussion. Review student responses for accuracy.

A sample rubric for assessing the students’ activity is provided below. You may use the rubric as is or modify it according to activity needs.

Student Activity:

For this activity, you will identify a specific chemical as it relates to hazardous materials and include the issues and considerations should a cargo tanker highway accident occur in your jurisdiction. Follow the steps below to complete this activity.

Step One: As part of the development of an Incident Action Plan/Site Safety Plan, you are asked to research [hazardous material], a common agricultural chemical used as fertilizer.
Step Two: Use the following resources for your research:

Step Three: Citing specific information from the suggested websites above, write a short report (1-2 paragraphs) on the hazardous material. Include information to answer the following questions:
· How would you implement a site security and control plan to limit the number of personnel involved in the incident?
· What personal protective equipment would be required? 

· What considerations are used in setting up a decontamination area?

· What would you suggest as control options?

· What safety factors specifically related to [hazardous material] could affect the outcome of the incident?
· If more than four of the online research resources are used, provide the URL for the resource used with a brief explanation of why that source was also utilized

Step Four: Post your response to the designated ResourceOne discussion board by [deadline here].
Step Five: Review and comment on at least one other individual discussion board post by [deadline here]. Make sure to note and account for any similarities and/or differences between your response and other students’ responses.
