Chapter 8: Personal Protective Equipment
Online Activity

Goal: 
To enable students to identify and discuss various types of protective respiratory and clothing.
Instructor Preparation: 

You will need to locate or develop incident reports that your students will use as the basis for an exercise in selecting the proper PPE. For this assignment, students will select a report, write a list and response for each, plus respond to a classmate’s list and response. 
Make certain that the incidents are different enough from each other so that the students will be able to select from a fairly wide range of conditions that will affect their PPE choices. 
Establish a discussion board on ResourceOne and notify students that they should post their findings by [deadline here]. Inform students that they should review and comment on other individual responses by [deadline here]. 

After students respond to each other’s activities, add your own observations and comments to help encourage discussion. Review student responses for accuracy.

A sample rubric for assessing the students’ activity is provided below. You may use the rubric as is or modify it according to activity needs.

Student Activity:

For this activity, you will select an incident report from among several your instructor has posted. Using the report as your only resource, play the role of a responder and identify the PPE you will need. Follow the steps below to complete this activity.
Step One: Select a reported incident and analyze it so you can determine what hazards you might encounter.
Step Two: After analyzing the situation, list the chemical and physical hazards that you could encounter, such as the names or families of the hazardous materials, where they might be mostly found, under what conditions they mainly occur, or any other information you think could be pertinent.
Step Three: Based on the material you have acquired from the first two steps, list the entire, complete PPE ensemble you would need for your specific situation along with a thorough explanation of the choices you made. Be sure to include the name of the report your response is based on and post your list and explanation to ResourceOne by [deadline here]. 
Step Four: After all responses have been listed, select one from a classmate and write a short response (1-2 paragraphs) to it. Make sure to address the following questions:
· What chemical and physical hazards did they identify?

· How did their interpretation of the report influence their PPE choice(s)? 
· Was the incident in the report they used similar to yours or different? How so?
