Chapter 11: Product Control
Online Activity

Goal: 
To encourage firefighter safety and awareness by increasing their understanding of different approaches and methods of product control of hazardous material. 
Instructor Preparation: 
For this activity, break students into small groups of 3 or 4 each and assign each group to locate an incident report involving a hazardous material release or potential release. Each group will then analyze their incident and write a 2-3 paragraph report about how the incident involved product control, including such information as: 

· What caused the product release

· Did the product have an effect on the container 
· How was the release stopped

· Was the release predictable
· Could it have been prevented and how
Establish a discussion board on ResourceOne and notify students that they should post their findings by [deadline here]. Inform students that they should review and comment on other group responses by [deadline here]. 

After students respond to each other’s activities, add your own observations and comments to help encourage discussion. Review student responses for accuracy.

A sample rubric for assessing the students’ activity is provided below. You may use the rubric as is or modify it according to activity needs.

Student Activity:

For this activity, you will break into small groups of 3 or 4 and research a hazardous material release and also comment on at least one other group’s post. Follow the steps below to complete this activity.
Step One: Read the report and analyze the situation, including how the product acts upon the container in which it was stored. 
Step Two: Write up your group’s analysis of the situation. Include:

· Specifics about the hazards of the material

· The properties of the escaping material (flowing liquid, dispersing gas, etc.) 
· The properties’ effects on the container
· Control actions taken or suggested 

· Justifications for choosing those actions

Step Three: Post the report by [deadline here].
Step Four: Once the report deadline in Step Three has passed, write a short response (1-2 paragraphs) to another group’s post that you find interesting. You may post responses to more than one post. Make sure to comment upon their responses to the following questions as found in their reports:

· What are the hazards of the material released

· What containment actions were taken?

· What other actions might have been appropriate and why?

Step Five: Post your response to the designated ResourceOne discussion board by [deadline here].
