Chapter 7: Portable Fire Extinguishers
Firefighter I

Online Activity

Goal: 
To help students clearly distinguish between fire extinguishers by creating their own quiz.
Instructor Preparation: 

For this activity you will need to create an assessment rubric for students to follow when completing the activity. A sample has been provided following the activity description; this may be used as is or modified as needed.

Part One
Provide each student with one specific concept to write a question about. For instance, Student 1 will write a question about Class B extinguishers, Student 2 will write a question about Dry Chemical extinguishers, and so on.

This activity will work best if you provide a rough template for students to follow. This will be easier if you group together students that are assigned to similar concepts. For instance, you can assign the five classifications of fire extinguishers to a group of five students and provide them with the same set of distractors, such as:

	A. Class A


	B. Class B

	C. Class C

	D. Class D

	E. Class K


You may even want to provide a start to a question for everyone in the group. For instance, provide each of the students assigned a question over fire extinguisher classifications the phrase, “What classification for fire extinguishers should you use when …” and have the students fill in the rest of the question.
Part Two
You may want to extend the second part of this activity into the following week.

Once you have received all the questions from you students:


1. Collect them into a single document
2. Double check that the answers are correct

3. Check for any questions that may be unclear or may refer to more than one type of extinguisher listed in the possible answers
4. Post the questions for the students on the discussion board and require them to post/send their answers to you by a particular date and time
You may want to assign a small amount of extra credit points or other rewards for correct answers, but it is strongly suggested that you do NOT use these questions to create a quiz that affects a student’s actual grade.  

Make sure to discuss the correct answers with your students. This can be done in class, or you may respond individually to each student in an e-mail or private message.

Student Activity:

In this activity you will write a multiple choice quiz question over an assigned topic. Your instructor will then compile the class’ questions into a quiz for you to complete. Follow the steps below to complete this activity.
Part One:

Step One: Find the section of the manual that corresponds to the type of fire extinguisher assigned to you by your instructor.
Step Two: From the information in the manual, write a multiple choice question with your assigned fire extinguisher as the answer. Make sure to:
· ask a question in which your answer is the ONLY possible correct answer.  For instance, if your assigned extinguisher is a Class K device, what is something that only a Class K can do?

· follow any question template provided to you by your instructor.

Step Three: E-mail your question, including the list of possible answers, to your instructor by [deadline here].
