Chapter 10: Scene Lighting, Rescue Tools, Vehicle Extrication, and Technical Rescue

Online Activity

Goal:
To aid the student in identifying the importance of adequate scene lighting at emergency incidents.
Instructor Preparation:

Student Activity:
For this activity you will use an incident report to learn more about the importance of adequate scene lighting at emergency incidents. Follow the steps below to complete this activity.
Step One: Locate an incident report that illustrates the importance of adequate scene lighting. The report can be from various web sites or news sources. Examples include:

· http://www.firefighternearmiss.com
NOTE: To search for incidents involving scene lighting, search key terms such as “scene lighting,” “emergency lighting,” or “scene illumination.”

Step Two: Post a report on the discussion board describing the incident and scene lighting considerations. Include information such as:
· Source of the incident report

· Brief description of the incident

· Responding personnel and their resources
· Injuries and/or fatalities occurring at the incident

· How scene lighting or the lack of scene lighting affected the outcome of the incident

· What could have been done differently with scene lighting resulting in a more positive incident outcome
Step Three: Review and comment on at least one (1) other individual discussion board and post by [deadline here].

Student Activity:

For this activity you will learn more about extrication and technical rescue tools. Follow the steps below to complete this activity.

Step One: Locate one video that shows either vehicle extrication training or an actual incident involving extrication.

NOTE: To search for incidents involving vehicle extrication, search key terms such as “vehicle extrication,” “automobile extrication,” or “extrication training.”

Step Two: Post a report on the discussion board describing the video you have selected. Be sure to relate one point from the video to information from Chapter 10, Scene Lighting, Rescue Tools, Vehicle Extrication, and Technical Rescue, and be sure to include the following information:


Source of the video

· Brief description of the training/incident (whichever is applicable) 

· What type of PPE responders are wearing and its purpose

· What type of extrication and rescue tools are being used and for what purpose

· What scene safety precautions are being taken (cribbing, perimeter zones, etc.)
