Chapter 11: Forcible Entry
Firefighter I
Online Activity

Goal: 
To aid the student in identifying forcible entry safety issues and considerations.
Instructor Preparation: 
Establish a discussion board on ResourceOne and notify students that they should post their initiatives/activities by [deadline here]. Inform students that they should review and comment on other individual responses by [deadline here]. After students respond to each other’s initiatives or activities, add your own observations and comments to help encourage discussion.
Inform students they will search for forcible entry scenarios involving one of the following forcible entry situations: doors, locks/padlocks, windows, walls, floors, or fences/gates. You may assign students a category, or they may choose their own. However, each category used or chosen should have at least two individuals assigned to the category.
A sample rubric has been provided to aid in the assessment of the activity. You may use the rubric as is or modify according to activity needs.

Student Activity:
For this activity you will identify forcible entry safety issues and considerations in a sample scenario.
Step One: Locate an incident report involving your chosen or assigned category. The report can be from various web sites or news sources. Examples include:
· http://www.cdc.gov/NIOSH
· http://www.firefighternearmiss.com
NOTE: To search for incidents involving your category, search key terms such as “forcing doors,” “breaching floors,” “forcible entry windows.”  
Step Two: Post a report on the discussion board describing the incident and forcible entry considerations. Include information such as:
· Source of the incident report

· Brief description of the incident

· Responding personnel and their resources
· Injuries and/or fatalities occurring at the incident

· What safety factors related to forcible entry affected the outcome of the incident

· What could have been done differently with forcible entry resulting in a more positive incident outcome
Step Three: Review and comment on at least one (1) other individual discussion board post that has the same category by [deadline here]. Include information such as:
· What similarities exist between the two incidents

· Did the incidents have similar outcomes? If not, what do you feel was the primary reason? (Example: unsafe use of forcible entry tools in one incident versus the other)
