Chapter 14: Water Supply
Firefighter I
Online Activity
Goal: 
To identify types of water supply systems and explain how they are accessed by firefighters.
Instructor Preparation:

For this activity you will need to create an assessment rubric for students to follow when completing the activity. A sample has been provided following the activity description; this may be used as is or modified as needed.
Explain to your students that they will be creating a water supply assessment for their jurisdiction and sharing the assessment as a handout with other students via posting to the ResourceOne discussion board by [deadline here].

Students will do an Internet search to find water supply assessment considerations and then create a specific assessment for their jurisdiction. Explain that while most fires require water for extinguishment, the system type and access to the water supply (fire hydrant, alternative water sources such as lakes or rivers, storage tanks, etc.) will vary depending on the location of the fire and what is available. The assessment document would be used to demonstrate the area’s fire protection coverage.

Student Activity:

For this activity you will identify types of water supply systems available in your jurisdiction and create an assessment process to explain how they are accessed to provide fire protection coverage. Follow the steps below to complete this activity.
Step One: Do an Internet search for water supply assessments.
Step Two: Identify two areas in your jurisdiction (businesses on a main street, rural areas, specialty area such as a nuclear reactor plant, prison facility, university, ammunitions plant, etc.) and determine what water supplies would be available for those two areas and how they would be implemented. 
Step Three: Post the assessment to the R1 discussion board by [deadline here] for others to comment on and print out for future use.  
Step Four: Read and comment on at least two other assessments by [deadline here]. Be sure to include how the assessments vary from your specific jurisdiction.
