Chapter 21: Fire and Life Safety Initiatives
Firefighter I
Online Activity

Goal: 
To enrich student understanding of how to prepare an age appropriate fire and life safety message.
Instructor Preparation: 
For this activity you will need to create an assessment rubric for students to follow when completing the activity. A sample has been provided following the activity description; this may be used as is or modified as needed.
You may want to consider assigning topics or breaking students into pairs to complete this activity. Instead of having students post the final handout to the dropbox, you may have them post to the discussion board so that others can download and use the handouts in future presentations. (Be sure to explain that when making the assignment.)
You can also allow students to select their age range and topic if you choose. If you allow this, be clear in the rubric about what topics and age groups are appropriate.
Student Activity:
For this activity you will teach middle school students how past incidents have developed into current fire regulations. Follow the steps below to complete this activity.

Step One: Using the list of “Significant Historical Events” found on pp. 12-15 of your manual, research at least two (2) of these events and create an informational handout. The handout should: 

· Be visually interesting (not just a bunch of text and have visuals that are age appropriate).
· Contain more information than just what is in the manual (cite at least two [2] other reputable sources).
· Deliver a clear safety message that is age appropriate (middle school students).
Step Two: You will upload your handout by [deadline here] to the R1 classroom dropbox.

Use both the manual and other resources (both print and online) in your jurisdiction to help discover more information about these historical events.

Online Activity

Goal: 

To allow students to develop interview questions to assist them in obtaining complete and accurate information during preincident surveys. 

Instructor Preparation:

Students will be developing interview questions and interview skills to assist them in completing preincident surveys. 
Divide the class into small groups of 2-4 students. Assign each group an occupancy type (or a specific building represented in your jurisdiction).
Give the students the Preincident Survey Form (see below) or a similar form from the students’ jurisdiction. Have the students complete the activity in groups and then submit their results to the dropbox. After your review, you may wish to share the interview question “scripts” with the rest of the class.

Student Activity:

For this activity you will develop questions that can be used during a preincident survey. Follow the steps below to complete this activity.
Step One: Within your group, review the Preincident Survey Form. Discuss how the information required on the form relates to the occupancy type assigned by the instructor.

Step Two: Create an interview “script” for a firefighter to use when performing a preincident planning survey of your assigned occupancy type. The script will include:

· Steps to take in performing the survey

· Questions to ask the owner/occupant at each stage of the survey

· Information to share with the owner/occupant

· Additional information to be collected (photographs, floorplans, etc.)

Your script does not need to be word-for-word, (“Good Morning Ms. _____, my name is…”) but should include enough detail that a firefighter will know what to say and ask (Example: “Greet the owner/occupant. Introduce yourself and other members of your team”). 

Step Three: As a group, upload your script to the dropbox by [deadline here].
