Chapter 23: Hazards, Behavior, and Identification of Haz Mat/WMD

Online Activity

Goal: 
To allow students to connect the haz mat/WMD information to local jurisdictional needs.
Instructor Preparation: 
For this activity you will need to approve student topics for scenario creation. If you do not want to do this step, you can always assign students a hazard scenario instead of your own choosing. However, allowing students to select the topic can help increase interest and connection with the information.
Establish a discussion board on ResourceOne and notify students that they should post their initiatives/activities by [deadline here].
Student Activity:
For this activity you will survey your local jurisdiction and identify the haz mat hazard types identified by the TRACEM acronym. Follow the steps below to complete the activity.
Step One: List several hazards in your local area that fall under each of the hazard type categories as explained on pp. 1301-1312 of your manual. Be sure to be specific about locations where these hazards may exist as well. Think about special events, transportation routes, and other types of incident factors (as explained on p. 1300). Post this list to the discussion board by [deadline here]. 

Step Two: After your instructor gives you feedback on the discussion board, select one hazard and create a training scenario that identifies the following information that could be used to prepare firefighters in your area for that particular haz mat incident. Be sure to address in the scenario the following:

· Location

· Hazard Type

· Response

· Result

· Lesson Learned

Step Three: Submit your scenario to the dropbox by [deadline here]. These will be posted in the resource area once approved by the instructor.
