	Make a large loop in the end of the rope using a figure-eight on a bight.

	Place the closed loop under the ladder and bring it up between the rung about one-third the distance from the hoisting end.
	
	

	4.
	Open the loop and place it over the tip of the ladder.
	
	

	5.
	Arrange the standing part under the ladder rungs.
	
	

	6.
	Tighten the loop around the beams, pulling the standing part of the rope up behind rungs toward ladder tip.
	
	

	7.
	Tie a tag/guide line to the ladder.
	
	

	8.
	Hoist the ladder.
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
