	Inspect and maintain spark plugs.
a. Inspect for damage, visible corrosion, carbon accumulation, or cracks in the porcelain.

b. Ensure that the spark plug wire is tight.

c. Replace spark plugs if damaged or if the service manual recommends replacement.

	Inspect the carburetor and identify signs of fuel leaks.

	Check the fuel level and refill as needed.

	Check the oil level and refill as needed.
	
	

	5.
	Start the generator and run tests as required by the service manual.

	Inspect and maintain lighting equipment. 
a. Inspect electrical cords for damaged insulation, exposed wiring, and missing or bent prongs.

b. Connect each light to the generator one light at a time.

c. Replace lightbulbs as necessary and discard faulty bulbs in an approved manner.
