Chapter 13: Tactical Ventilation
Firefighter I
Online Activity
Goal: 
To describe the types of tactical ventilation and reasons for tactical ventilation.
Instructor Preparation:

For this activity you will need to create an assessment rubric for students to follow when completing the activity. A sample has been provided following the activity description; this may be used as is or modified as needed.
This activity may be done by individual students or pairs.

You can assign a specific tactical ventilation scenario, or students can select one that interests them.
Using the Internet, locate a tactical ventilation-based scenario to critique the “lessons learned” in the scenario to determine what type of ventilation was chosen and how it was carried out. Possible sites to research the scenarios are:

After reading the scenario, students will then describe a tactical ventilation training activity for their jurisdiction with comments on why what was done in the chosen scenario would or would not work in their particular jurisdiction.
Students will post their training activity handout to the ResourceOne discussion board by [deadline here] so that other students can use the handouts for future presentations/assignments.
Student Activity:

For this activity you will describe the types of tactical ventilation and reasons for tactical ventilation with the use of scenario critiques to develop a training activity for your jurisdiction. Follow the steps below to complete this activity.

Step One: Using the Internet, research a type of tactical ventilation scenario that includes “lessons learned” and critique the appropriate and inappropriate actions taken.
Step Two: Using the information discovered in your research, create an informational handout to discuss “lessons learned” and how it might apply to your jurisdiction. The handout for the training activity should: 

· Clearly explain the connection between the events in the scenario and current practices.

· Explain how to apply lessons learned to future ventilation situations.

· Be limited to one page (may be front and back of one page).
· Include reference citation of scenario critiqued.  
Step Three: Upload your handout by [deadline here] to the R1 classroom discussion board.
