Chapter 15: Fire Hose
Firefighter I
Online Activity

Goal: 
To aid the student in identifying safety issues and considerations when handling hoselines.
Instructor Preparation: 
Establish a discussion board on ResourceOne and notify students that they should post their initiatives/activities by [deadline here]. Inform students that they should review and comment on other individual responses by [deadline here]. After students respond to each other’s initiatives or activities, add your own observations and comments to help encourage discussion.
Inform students they will search for incidents involving hoselines. Emphasize to students that hoselines provide a means of extinguishment and can also be vital in ensuring firefighting safety.

Student Activity:
For this activity you will create a report that identifies safety issues present when handling hoselines. Follow the steps below to complete this activity.
Step One: Locate an incident report involving your hoselines. The report can be from various web sites or news sources. Examples include:
· http://www.cdc.gov/NIOSH
· http://www.firefighternearmiss.com
NOTE: To search for incidents involving hoselines, search key terms such as “hoseline incidents,” “advancing hoselines,” or “firefighter hoselines.”  
Step Two: Post a report on the discussion board describing the incident and hoseline considerations by [deadline here]. Include information such as:
· Source of the incident report

· Brief description of the incident

· Responding personnel and their resources
· Injuries and/or fatalities occurring at the incident

· What safety factors related to hoselines affected the outcome of the incident

· What could have been done differently with hoselines resulting in a more positive incident outcome
Step Three: Create a list of what you consider five key points in handling hoselines. Take into consideration the incident and the information in Chapter 15, Fire Hose.

Step Four: Review and comment on at least one (1) other individual discussion board post by [deadline here]. Discuss common points between your information and the post.
